
Marie Sammond
April 7, 1901 - Sept. 3, 1975

Funeral services were held Friday, Sept. 5, for Mrs. Frederic (Marie) Sammond, former 
Washington Township resident, who died Wednesday, Sept. 3, in St. John’s Episcopal Home, 
Milwaukee, after a long illness. Burial was in the Highland Cemetery in Monticello, on 
Saturday.

The former Marie Freitag was born in 1901 to the late Nicholas and Elsbeth Freitag, rural 
Monticello. She was married to Frederic Sammond and they made their home in Milwaukee 
where he was a senior law partner in Foley and Lardner. He died in 1966. They were among 
the founders of the Christ Episcopal Church, Whitefish Bay. Mrs. Sammond was on the boards
of the American Association of University Woman, the Milwaukee Woman’s Club, the Garden 
Club of America, and the Green Tree Garden Club.

She was preceded in
death by her husband and a brother, Rufus Freitag.
