Lydia K. Wittenwyler, 99, formerly of Mount Pleasant Township, Green County, died Monday,
April 27, 1992, at New Glarus Home where she was a resident since 1983. 

She was born April 25, 1893 in Sylvester Township, Green County, the daughter of Abraham 
and Maria (Baebler) Kubly. She attended Silver Rural School in Mount Pleasant Township.
